ORDINANCE AND REGULATIONS:

O.GEN.B.RS.—1:

A candidate for the Degree of Bachelor of Rural Studies(B.R.S.) must have passed the higher secondary
(12" standard) school certificate examination of the Gujarat Secondary and Higher Secondary Education

Board

or an examination recognized as equivalent there to with the attainments of subject/subjects

mention and will be required to pass all six Semester End Examinations for the Degree of Bachelor of
Rural Studies and for the 4 Year Degree of Bachelor of Rural Studies(Honours/Honours with research)
students will be required to pass all eight Semester End Examinations.

Academic Year: A semester comprises 90 working days and an academic year is divided into
two semesters.

Course: Usually referred to, as ‘paper/subject’ is a component of a programme. All courses need
carry the same weightage. The courses should define learning objectives and learning outcomes.
A course designed to comprise lectures outreach activities / project work / viva /
seminars/assignment/ presentations etc. or a combination of some of these.

Programme: An educational programme leading to award of the Certificate in Rural Studies,
Diploma in Rural Studies, Degree Certificate and Honours or Honours with Research Degree.
Major Discipline(DSC): Major discipline is the discipline or subject of main focus and the
degree will be awarded in that discipline. Students should secure the prescribed number of credits
(about 50% of total credits) through core courses in the major discipline.

Minor Discipline(DSE): Minor discipline helps a student to gain a broader understanding beyond
the major discipline. For example, if a student pursuing Agronomy/ Animal Husbandry/
Horticulture & Forestry/ Rural Extension/ Economics/ Hindi/ Gujarati/ English as major, obtains
a minimum of 16 credits (50% of total 32 credits of minor) from a bunch of courses in the
respective subjects, then the student will be awarded B.R.S. degree with a Major in Agronomy/
Animal Husbandry/ Horticulture & Forestry/ Rural Extension/ Economics/ Hindi/ Gujarati/
English.

Multidisciplinary Courses(MDC): These courses are intended to broaden the knowledge of
related subjects to their major discipline.

Ability Enhancement Courses(AEC): The courses aim at enabling the students to acquire and
demonstrate the core linguistic skills, including critical reading and expository and academic
writing skills, that help students articulate their arguments and present their thinking clearly and
coherently and recognize the importance of language as a mediator of knowledge and identity.
Skills Enhancement Courses(SEC): These courses are aimed at imparting practical skills,
hands-on training, soft skills, etc., to enhance the employability of students. The institution may
design courses as per the students’ needs and available institutional resources.

Value-Added Courses(VAC): The course aims at enabling the students to acquire and
demonstrate the knowledge and understanding of contemporary India with its historical
perspective, the basic framework of the goals and policies of national development, and the
constitutional obligations with special emphasis on constitutional values and fundamental rights
and duties.

Summer Internship /Apprenticeship: Key aspect of the new UG programme is induction into
actual work situations. All students will also undergo Internships / Apprenticeships in a firm,
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industry, or organization or Training in labs with faculty and researchers in their own or other
HEIs/Agro based research institutions during the summer term. Students will be provided with
opportunities for internships with local industry, business organizations, health and allied areas,
local governments (such as panchayats, municipalities, Cooperatives, NGOs, etc.), Parliament or
elected representatives, media organizations, artists, crafts persons, and a wide variety of
organizations so that students may actively engage with the practical side of their learning and, as
a by-product, further improve their employability.

11. Vocational Courses: Vocational Education and Training will form an integral part of the
undergraduate programme to impart skills along with theory and practical.

12. Research Dissertation: Students choosing a 4-Year Bachelor’s degree (Honours with Research)
are required to take up research dissertation under the guidance of a faculty member. The students
are expected to complete the Research Dissertation before the end of eighth semester.

13. On the Job Training(OJT): The students choosing a 4-Year Bachelor’s Degree(Honours) are
required to undergo on the job training for a prescribed period in a major discipline related
institutions or areas. The students are expected to complete the on the job training(OJT) before the
end of eighth semester.

14. Credit: It determines the number of hours of instruction required per week over the duration of a
semester. One credit is equivalent to one hour of teaching per week, one credit for tutorial work
means one hour of engagement per week, a one-credit course in practicum or lab work,
community engagement and services, and fieldwork in a semester mean two-hour engagement per
week, a one-credit of Seminar or Internship or Studio activities or Field practice/projects or
Community engagement and service means two-hour engagements per week.

15. Letter Grade: It is an index of the performance of students in a said course. Grades are denoted
by letters O, A+, A, B+, B, C, P, Fand Ab.

16. Credit Point: It is the product of grade point and number of credits for a course.

17. Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA): It is a measure of performance or work done in a
semester. It is ratio of total credit points secured by a student in various courses registered in a
semester and the total course credits taken during that semester. It shall be expressed up to two
decimal places.

18. Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA): it is a measure of overall cumulative performance
of a student over all semesters. The CGPA is the ratio of total credit points secured by a student in
various courses in all semesters and the sum of the total credits of all courses in all the semesters.
It is expressed up to two decimal places. As per NEP-2020 SOP.

O . GEN.BRS.—3:

B.R.S. Degree programme is of three/four academic year’s duration consisting of six/eight semesters,
which will be required to be completed within 7 years from the date of his/her first admission in the First
Semester.

O.GEN.B.R.S.—4:

B.R.S. Three years (six semesters)/ Four years (eight semesters) Degree programme is a regular fulltime
programme. A student can pursue two full time academic programmes in physical mode provided that in
such cases, class timing for one programme do not overlap the class timings of the other programme (As
per Ord. Gen. 27). Students can pursue two academic programmes, one in full time and physical mode
and another in Open and Distance Learning (ODL)/ Online mode; or up to two ODL/Online programmes
simultaneously.

O.GEN.B.R.S.—5:
Medium of Instruction & Examination shall be English, Hindi or Gujarati as the case may be which will
not be changed during the entire Degree programme.

O.GEN.BR.S. —6:

B.R.S. Programme of the University as per NEP 2020 is implemented along with the Comprehensive
Continuous Assessment (CCA) and minimum attendance is at least 80% attendance.
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O.GEN.B.RS.—7:

Students will have to comply with the requirements relating to physical Training, Athletics, Sports,
N.C.C. or N.S.S. or Swachh Bharat Abhiyan / Major Sports or Shram Dan Yojana of government of
Guijarat as the case may be.

O.GEN.B.R.S.—8:

Admission granted by the affiliated college/institution to any student shall be provisional till the
enrolment/registration/enlistment is made by the University & in case admission is granted at the risk of
student on the basis of provisional eligibility certificate the conditions & instructions given by the
University Circular published from time to time should be complied within the time limit fixed by the
University, term kept by the such a student will be forfeited and no fees on any account will be refunded.

O.GEN.B.R.S.—9:

All admitting authority (Including the College/University Department/ P. G. Centre/Institute or
centralized admission committee etc.) will have to strictly observe the provisions of reservation policy of
the Govt./U.G.C./Rehabilitation Council of India etc. before admission process is under taken the
authority will ascertain quota & number of seats available for reserved class candidates and allotted to the
eligible candidates. The data based information should also be provided to the University only after
conclusion of entire process of admission.

Q. GEN. B.R.S.—10:

The main aim of the NEP-2020 is to facilitate Multiple Entry and Exit options with UG certificate/ UG
diploma/ or degree, depending upon the number of credits secured. The Entry and Exit options for
students, who enter the B.Com. programme, are as follows:

15T YEAR:

Entry 1: The entry requirement for Level 5 is Higher Secondary School Leaving Certificate
obtained after the successful completion of Grade 12. A programme of study leading to entry into
the first year of the Bachelor’s degree is open to those who have met the eligibility requirements,
including specified levels of attainment at the higher secondary level of education specified in the
programme admission regulations. Admission to the Bachelor degree programme of study is
based on the evaluation of documentary evidence (including the academic record) of the
applicant’s ability to undertake and complete a Bachelor’s degree programme.

Exit 1: UG Certificate: Students who opt to exit after completion of the first year and have
secured 44 credits will be awarded a UG certificate if, in addition, they complete one vocational
course of 4 credits on SWAY AM Platform or a summer internship during the summer vacation
of the first year. These students are allowed to re-enter the degree programme within three years
and complete the degree programme within the stipulated maximum period of seven years.

2ND YEAR:
Entry 2. The entry requirement for Level 6 is a Certificate in Rural Studies obtained after
completing the first year (two semesters) of the undergraduate programme.

Exit 2: UG Diploma: Students who opt to exit after completion of the second year and have
secured 88 credits, will be awarded the UG diploma if, in addition, they complete one vocational
course of 4 credits on SWAYAM Platform or summer internship during the summer vacation
of the second year. These students are allowed to re-enter within a period of three years and
complete the degree programme within the maximum period of seven years.

3RP YEAR:
Entry 3. The entry requirement for Level 7 is a UG Diploma obtained after completing two years
(four semesters) of the undergraduate or a Diploma in relevant discipline obtained after
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completing the after completing the prescribed course after the Higher Secondary School leaving
certificate.

Exit 3: On successful completion of three years, the relevant Bachelor of Rural Studies Degree
shall be awarded (Level 7). A Bachelor’s degree requires minimum 132 credits from levels 5to 7,
with minimum 44 credits at level 5, minimum 44 credits at level 6, and minimum 44 credits at
level 7.

4™ YEAR:

Entry 4. An individual seeking admission to a Bachelor’s degree (Honours/Research) (Level 8) in
a specified field of learning would normally have completed all requirements of the relevant
three-year bachelor degree (Level 7).

After completing the requirements of a three-year Bachelor’s degree programme, candidates shall
be allowed to continue studies in the fourth year of the undergraduate programme to pursue and
complete the Bachelor’s degree in Honours and candidates who meet a minimum 75% shall be
allowed to continue studies in the fourth year of the undergraduate programme to pursue and
complete the Bachelor’s degree in Honours with Research.

Exit 4: 4-year UG Degree (Honours): A four-year UG Honours degree in the major discipline
will be awarded to those who complete a four-year degree programme with 176 credits and have
satisfied the credit requirements.

4-year UG Degree (Honours with Research): Students who secure 75% marks and above in the
first six semesters and wish to undertake research at the undergraduate level can choose a research
stream in the fourth year. They should do a research dissertation under the guidance of a faculty
member of the University/College. The research dissertation will be in the major discipline. The
students, who secure 176 credits, including 12 credits from a research dissertation, are awarded
UG Degree (Honours with Research).

4 UG Degree Bachelor of Rural Studies (Honours) degree will be awarded when a
Honours student exits after completion of 4 years with 176 Credits.
5 UG Degree Bachelor of Rural Studies (Honours with Research) degree will be
Honours with | awarded when a student exits after completion of 4 years with 176 Credits
Research including 12 credits from a research dissertation.
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25¢ O RURAL STUDIES-1
Admission to the First Semester Bachelor of Rural Studies will be granted to an applicant who is eligible
to apply for admission to the First Semester of B.R.S. as per University rules strictly in order of merit
determined on the basis of marks which is taken into account while determining the percentage by the
examining authority. Preference will be given to those who have pass H.S.C. (Std. 12th) examination in
the immediate preceding year.
0. RURAL STUDIES. -2
Defence personnel dependent who has on account of transfer from other state to the state of Gujarat
passed First or Second year examination by obtaining 36% of marks or equivalent grade under three
years Degree programme from other recognized University shall be eligible to obtain admission in
semester — 11 or V (as the case may be) Provided.: -

- That the exam & subjects with which he/she has passed above said examinations are the same or
comparable/convertible with the teaching & examination scheme of the University.

- That if he/she applies for admission in the mid of semester but within 15 days from the date of his/her
parents joining in the state of Gujarat, the deficiency in attendance up to 25% will be condoned by the
principal of the concerned affiliated college.

- Admitted candidate will have to keep terms for semester — 11l to VI or V & VI as a regular other
candidate & all applicable provisions of the University Ordinances & Regulations & Rules shall
apply to the candidate.

- The result of such a candidate at the end of semester — 1, IV & V will be declared in normal course
with other candidates’ result. The result of semester VI (Final semester) will be declared by
converting percentage of marks or grade which candidate has obtained at the examination of other
University in first/second year as per provisions contained in Curriculum as per NEP 2020 introduced
by the University w.e.f. academic year 2023- 2024.

O.RURAL STUDIES —3

If a candidate fails to obtain minimum marks for passing in particular course / subject at University
Semester End Examination, he/she will be required to reappear in that course/subject without keeping
term for that semester. The candidate will have to reappear in the semester end examination by paying
fresh examination fee along with application form such candidate when he/she obtains minimum or more
than minimum marks for passing in the subject / course his/her marks of reappearance will be carry
forwarded for determining his/her class/CGPA.

O.RURAL STUDIES -4

Thirty percent marks of internal evaluation shall be within the exclusive pure view of the concerned
affiliated college which requires purity, transparency accuracy in the evaluation & assessment of
students. Benefits of Re-assessment scheme will not be made available to the students in this regard.

O . RURAL STUDIES -5

To successfully complete a course, a candidate will be required to obtain minimum 9/25 out of 18/50
mark in CEE (Internal) examination as well as 9/25 out of 18/50 marks in Semester End Examination
(External examination) and must have also obtained 36% of marks in aggregate in each of the course and
necessary credits as prescribed in the Curriculum/syllabus.

R. RURAL STUDIES -1

The candidate admitted to the first semester of B.R.S. will be eligible to appear at the University
Semester End Examination provided he/she fulfils all the conditions, mentioned in the Ordinances,
Regulations & rules of the University.

R. RURAL STUDIES —2

The scheme of examination and distribution of marks for the various subjects of study at the First,
Second, Third, Fourth, Fifth and Sixth, Seventh and Eighth Semester B.R.S. Examination under three
years/four years’ course will be the same as shown in the Course Structure.
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%% R RURAL STUDIES -3

Candidates desirous of appearing at the any Semester End Examination for B.R.S. Degree examination,
must forward their applications in the prescribed from accompanied by a certificate of attendance to the
Registrar of the University through the Principal of the college on or before the date prescribed for the
purpose.

R. RURAL STUDIES —4

Marks and Credit Hours:

(1) 4 Credit Theory Course: Total marks of each theory course are 100 (Semester End Evaluation
(SEE) of 50 Marks + Continuous & Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE) of 50 Marks). The subjects
caring 3+1 credit means 3 credit is of theory and 1 credit is of practical part. The evaluation of
practical is a part of CCE. As per SOP of Gujarat State July-2023 & NEP- 2020

(2) 2 Credit Theory Course: Total marks of each theory course are 50 (Semester End Evaluation
(SEE) of 25 Marks + Continuous & Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE) of 25 Marks). As per SOP
of Gujarat State July-2023 & NEP- 2020 SOP.

R.RURAIL STUDIES —5

1. A general merit list will be prepared first time on the basis of percentage of 12th Standard. The subject
will be allotted as per own choice of each student according to the merit list.

2. A student can choose any course from the basket of courses under each category, looking to the
availability of faculty and infrastructure in a particular college or institution.

3. Out of the titles offered under a particular Subject, the number of students should be
distributed equally. maybe variable within the range of 10 percent.

4. LABOR WORKS: - There shall be a prior condition to appear in the final examination of one to
five semesters that each student has completed the manual labour work of required hours assigned
by the work Coordinator during each semester. For male student total hours of manual labour work
required for each semester will be of 40 hours and for female students, the total hours of manual
labour work required for each semester will be of 30 hours, except for sixth and onward semesters.
No labour work shall be assigned during and after sixth semester.

5. KENDRA NIVAS/INTERNSHIP: - There shall be a placement programme (Kendra Nivas) of three
Weeks duration for each student during sixth semester. Each student will be placed in an institution
related to his/ her core subject.

6. Students who secure 75% marks and above in aggregate of six semesters and wish to
undertake research at the undergraduate level can choose a research stream in the fourth year.

7. Student should obey Rules and regulation of Saurashtra University Rajkot for examination and
admission.

8. The selection of any subject from the basket of any category, will be on the sole bases of the
college authority and no buddy can challenge in this matter.

9. The college authority would the final authority in the matter of disciplinary actions taken
against any students if and when required.

R. RURAL STUDIES —6
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5 The new curriculum as per NEP 2020 is not only student centric in the teaching-learning processes but
also in their evaluation process. The evaluation process is divided into two parts. The first part consists of
Comprehensive Continuous Evaluation (CCE) and the second part consists of the Semester end
examination. The division of marks between the two shall be 50:50 in the NEP 2020; the evaluation
process shall follow the norm that the faculty, who teaches the course, shall conduct the Comprehensive
Continuous Evaluation (CCE). The concerned faculty shall be accountable for transparency and
reliability of entire evaluation of the student in the concerned Course. The CAC (College Advisory
Council) shall announce policy for CCE for all the Courses in the college in the beginning of the
Semester the same shall be communicated to the students. In the CCE concern faculty can include
Assignments, Seminar, Presentation, MCQ Test, Group discussion, Quiz, computerized adaptive
assessment etc as per announcement of College Advisory Council.

R. RURAL STUDIES-7

Practical Examination: Practical examination (wherever applicable) shall be conducted as evaluation
part of CCE during each semester at the end of every semester as per the SOP guideline of Gujarat State
July-2023 & NEP- 2020.

R. RURAL STUDIES-8

Research Dissertation work: The research dissertation work and the Supervision shall be assigned to
the student by the concerned college well in advance and viva voce examination shall be organized as per
norms decided by the University.

R.RURAL STUDIES-9
Semester End Examination (SEE): The duration of the Semester End Evaluation (SEE) shall be 2.5
hours for theory course of 4 credits and shall be of 2 hours for theory course of 2 credits.

R. RURAL STUDIES-10

Letter Grades and Grade Points

The Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA) is computed from the grades as a measure of the student’s
performance in a given semester. The SGPA is based on the grades of the current term, while the
Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) is based on the grades in all courses taken after joining the
programme of study.

The HEIs may also mention marks obtained in each course and a weighted average of marks based on
marks obtained in all the semesters taken together for the benefit of students.

Computation of SGPA and CGPA
The UGC recommends the following procedure to compute the Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA)
and Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA):

i. The SGPA is the ratio of the sum of the product of the number of credits with the grade points
scored by a student in all the courses taken by a student and the sum of the number of credits of
all the courses undergone by a student, i.e.
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SGPA (Si) =X (Ci x Gi) / ZCi
Where Ci is the number of credits of the i course and Gi is the grade point scored by the student
in the i course.

ii. The Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) is also calculated in the same manner taking into
account all the courses undergone by a student over all the semesters of a programme, i.e.

CGPA=X (CixSi)/XCi
where Si is the SGPA of the i semester and Ci is the total number of credits in that semester.
